alter ts procurement until and unless the FCI is unable to accept it for reasons to be 

conveyed in wriling. Carryover charges beyond 30.6.2020 shall be payable only on 
such FCI iefused quantity of wheat. 

2. The above rates will be payable to the State Govt. and its àgencies for delivery of 

wheat ill 30" June 2020. Thereafter, Carryover charges will be payable at the 

prevailing rate of interest and pattern adopted by the Reserve Bank of India i.e. @ 
9.61 6 al present, calculated on MSP (+) Incidentals (-) Administrative Charges, 
along with the storage charges of Rs. 2.40 per cjuintal per month for CAP storage and 
Rs. 10.42 per quintal per month for covered storage. For the month of dispatch, 
Carryover charges will be allowed at half the rate. 

3. On the basis of Government of India letters No.176(2)/95-Py-I VWol. I dated 25.11.99 

and No.176(2)/95-Py-I Vol. II! dated 28.10.2003 moisture gain @1% for wheal stored 

in covered godowns and 0.7% for wheat siored under CAP shall also be adjustable 
from out of the incidentals payable to the State Government/agencies subject to the 

condition that no storage gain in wheat due to absorption of moisture would be taken 

on the stocks which would be stored dispatched upto 30h June every year, and 
thereafier, one time storage gain would be realized irrespective of the period of 

storage 

4. If the State Government/Agencies has availed discount on railway freights in 

Imovement of gunny bags in terms of the Circular No. 70 of 2007 dated 29.06.2007 
issued by the Ministry of Railways, the sanme nmay be taken into account before nmaking 
payinents by FCI. 

5. The rate cost of Rabi Marketing Season and other elements as indicated above are 

provisiona. The State Government should send its claims for final incidentals along 
with accounts audited by the dtiditors appointed by the Comptroller and Auditor 

General and documentary proof and detailed justification for cach item at the earliest 
after the end of the season. As per this Department's letter no. 199(5)/2016- FC A'Cs 

dated 03.01.2017, for the States who have not stubmitted audited ac counts/ claims for 
linalization within thr ee years of commencemient of marketing season ic. upto RMS 
2017-18, only MSP, Statutory taxes and gunny charges have been given at prevailing 
rates. For remaining incidentals, indexation benefii as per Principles of procuremet 
incidentals, in case of Haryana, has been restrirted ipto RMS 2015-16 levels. 

6. To ensure proper tntilization of funds/subsidy being released by tihe Government of 

India. the FCI inay insist on requisite certificates fron the State Governments and it 
gencies before release of ucidentals on account of statuory charges, i.r., Market fee, 
RD Fess, etc., as Der past p1actice. 
State Govt. is requestec to ensure comniance of PEMS instructions issued by Mo 
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
